Piney Point News You Can Use

Post Your Scores At Home
Did you know that you can post your scores
at your home computer?

If you didn’t post your score at the club or if
you played out of town, you can post your
scores on your home computer.

On the Piney Point home page click on
Members Section and after the page
appears, click on enter your scores here with
the Golf Net written out. This will direct you
to the club web page provided by the
Carolinas Golf Association.

Enter your membership number in the box
on the left side of the page, the password is
piney. Then click submit. Click on post
scores to enter your score.

The scores will show up on your screen at
the club after the golf staff does an away
score transfer. Sometimes members come
in and don't see the score they posted at
home because an away score transfer hasn't
been completed yet.

Raking Bunkers

Sand bunkers are enough of a hazard without
the bad lies caused by an unraked surface.
Here's some tips to make sure the next golfer
who faces your predicament isn't cursed by
an ungroomed bunker.

« Enter and exit the bunker from the point
closest to your ball, but most level to the
adjacent playing surface. Don't climb out by
going up a steep bunker face (you can
damage the lip of the bunker and displace
too much sand).

* Always rake the bunker immediately after
your sand shot.

« Don't pull excess sand to (or over) the lip of
the bunker. The best practice is to alternate
between pulling sand toward you and
pushing it back with the tines of the rake.

+ According to the USGA, the guideline for
placement of bunker rakes is "out and down."
The rake should be placed outside the bunker,
lying flat on the ground, and pointed in the
direction of play (parallel to the likely flight of
the ball). By the way, the USGA also reminds
us that the proper termis "bunker," and never
"trap." Good luck!
